There will be 71 Foster Grandparents giving service by promoting literacy at 24 Clark County 

elementary schools including Las Vegas, North Las Vegas, Henderson and Logandale. 

The Foster Grandparents will distribute 355 books to students with low literacy skills they assist 

with reading and writing throughout the year. These books are in addition to 355 books Foster 

Grandparents have previously distributed the first week of school. By September 11th, a total of 710 

books will have been given to more than 350 school children.
