In high school, the NVACS define the
mathematics that all students should
study in order to be college and career
ready by the end of 12" grade. Since
their adoption in October 2010, the
NVACS signaled a significant shift from
the previous Nevada State Mathematics
Standards. In some instances, concepts
once taught in one grade or course
shifted to another.

In other situations, concepts remained in
the same grade or course but the
learning expectation increased or the
concept is studied more deeply. To
prepare students for the changing
demands of the workplace and beyond,
the District, in collaboration with a

Task Force comprised of high school teachers and
administrators, recommended revisions to the
mathematics course sequence. For the 2014-2015
school year, the NVACS are fully implemented in
Algebra |, Geometry, Geometry Honors, Algebra Il,

When fully implemented this year, the regular-level
courses will exceed the rigor of the current honors-
level sequence. Students who successfully complete
a sequence of courses through Algebra Il will be
ready for introductory, non-remedial college-level
mathematics, including at least one Advanced
Placement (AP) course.
