This syllabus is an outline of what we will be doing in seventh grade reading this year. It
includes the rules and procedures of this class. By knowing what is expected of you, you can
set your own goals, as well as reach your potential.

What will I learn in this class?

¥ How to utilize the reading process and active reading strategies to increase comprehension
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How to apply word analysis skills and strategies to strengthen vocabulary

¥ How to read to understand, interpret, and analyze literature (fiction) and informational text
(nonfiction)

¥ How to practice strategic study/learning behaviors including the use of graphic organizers
and Cornell notes

¥ How to use research methods, such as the Internet and library resources, to answer your
questions

¥ How to incorporate the writing traits, including spelling, grammar and neatness, into all
areas of the curriculum

¥ How to build respect and tolerance for diversity by reading a wide variety of multicultural
literature

¥ How to develop the love of reading as a lifetime skill

What will this class be like?

We will read a variety of fiction and non-fiction literature, as well as examine the influence of
music, art and culture in storytelling. You will participate in a variety of learning activities to help
you become an independent learner who reads for information as well as enjoyment. We will
have class discussions, lectures, note-taking activities, writing assignments, review games,
group and individual projects and other activities that relate to the stories we are studying.

Will I have homework?

Yes. Daily assignments will be given; however, they will usually be completed in class. Any
assignment that is not finished in class will be finished for homework. Several individual and
group projects will be assigned during the year. These creative and collaborative projects
require you to give time, thought and effort both inside and outside of the classroom.




How will I be graded?

You will be graded on class participation, bell work, in class assignments, individual and group
projects, quizzes, tests, homework, and your Cobra Planner. Organization is essential for
student success. Students will write the objective and homework in their Cobra Planners every
day. Additionally, all class assignments, notes, and handouts will be organized and kept neatly
in a three-ring binder. Your grades will be weighted as follows:

40% will be from in class assignments, individual and group projects, and homework
30% will be from tests

20% will be from quizzes

10% will be from notebooks

Mid-term and Final exams will count as 10% of your semester/final grade.
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How will I know my grade in this class?

Updated grades are posted weekly in the classroom and are also available online through the

website: parentlink.ccsd.net. Students will regularly share their academic progress by having
a current, printed grade report signed by their parent or guardian.

Can I turn in assignments late?

The late work policy is as follows: Late work is reduced to half credit (50%) and will not be
accepted in the last week of each quarter. It is important to complete assigned work on time in
order to meet the reading benchmarks and gain knowledge for future assignments and
assessments. Frequent missing and late work will result in progressive discipline procedures
including a phone call home and/or parent-teacher conference.

What should I do if I am absent?

When you are absent, it is your responsibility to obtain the missed assignments. Students may
come to the classroom before or after school to pick up any absent work. Explanations and/or
help are available at the teacher's scheduled availability times, NOT during the class period.
You have three (3) school days to make up assignments for each day that you are absent.
*CCSD Regulation 5113 limits unapproved absences to ten (10) per semester. Therefore, any
student who exceeds 10 unapproved absences will receive a failing grade.

What should I do if I am tardy?

If you are tardy to class, you must sign the tardy sheet located in the classroom. Students are
considered tardy when not in their assigned seats and writing the daily objective and
homework their Cobra Planners when the bell rings. The school-wide tardy policy will be
enforced and provides the following consequences for tardies each semester.

¥ First Tardy — Verbal warning
¥ Second Tardy — Teacher detention
¥ Third Tardy — Letter sent to parent

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Fourth tardy — “U” in citizenship/phone call home
Fifth tardy — Dean’s referral and required parent conference (RPC)

How are citizenship grades earned?

Citizenship grades are based on a student's ability to follow classroom procedures and
complete their assignments. The students are expected to:
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Come to class prepared and ready to learn.

Show respect to others and the learning environment.
Follow all school rules and district policies.

Use time between classes to go to the restroom and lockers.
Have homework and assignments ready.

Infractions of these expectations may lower a student's citizenship grade.
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O (Outstanding) The student is always prepared for class, actively participates in class
activities and is a positive influence on other students.

S (Satisfactory) The student is generally prepared for class, frequently participates in class
activities and does not infringe on the rights of others.

N (Needs Improvement) The student is often unprepared for class, exhibits behavior that
regularly interferes with other students’ learning, and does not follow classroom rules.

U (Unsatisfactory) The student is frequently unprepared for class, fails to participate in class
activities, exhibits behavior that interferes with other students' learning, and does not follow
school and/or classroom rules.

What are the consequences for misbehavior?
