You will notice that our security doors off of
the front school lobby are in place. These
doors will remain locked throughout the
school day. This added measure of protec-
tion will help us keep our students safe. Due
to the limited access through the front
doors, it is essential that you have your child
here on time in the morning -- between 8:40
and 8:50 a.m.

5. Please take your child to the front play-
ground for grades PreK and Kindergarten. If
you drop your child off at the front door,
they may be late for class.

This is an opportunity
for our school to earn extra funds for our
students.

Please be very careful at the end of the day
when picking up your children from school.

We ask that you do
not enter the school parking lot between
2:50-3:20 p.m. to help make it safer for the
children leaving the school. There is no park-
ing permitted in the bus lane or in the fire
lane in front of the school. Thank you for
your continued support keeping our children
safe.

Kindergarten Corner
