SCHOOL AGE ATTENDANCE
REQUIREMENTS

Nevada law (NRS 392.040) requires school
aftendance between ages seven and 18.
Kindergarten is part of the regular school
program. A child must be five years old on or
before September 30 to attend kindergarten and
must be six years old on or before September
30 to enter first grade. State law requires that a
child must attend a state-approved kindergarten
program or take a developmental assessment
test to enter first grade.

The general fund operating budget for the
20132014 school year is $2.177 billion,
with basic per-pupil state funding at $5,457

and per-pupil expenditures at $8,018. Per-
pupil expenditures include funding from
federal programs, special education, and
class size reduction.

HIGH SCHOOL GRADUATION
REQUIREMENTS

Assembly Bill 288 (AB 288) made significant
changes to the high school graduation
requirements in Nevada. The changes will be
phased in over the next three years. One of
the changes mandates that students complete
all requirements to earn a diploma in order
fo participate in graduation ceremonies as
certificates of attendance will no longer be issued.
To graduate from the Clark County School
District in 2013-14: students must complete
their required course work and pass the
Nevada High School Proficiency Exams in
reading, writing, math and science. Students
who enter ninth grade must earn 22 %2 credits
in the following subjects:

® English - 4 credits

®  Math - 3 credits *

* Science - 2 credits

e U.S. History — 1 credit

* U.S. Government — 1 credit

®  Physical Education - 2 credits **

e World History or Geography - 1
credit***

* Health Education - 2 credit
*  Computers — 2 credit

o FElectives — 7 ¥ credits

* Mathematics course units must include at least
Algebra | or Algebra IH, or above.

** A maximum of one PE Il waiver can be earned
by participation in certain activities.

*** World History or Geography (Class of 2011)
is required for all Clark County School District
students.

World History or Geography (Class of 2011) taken
in the Clark County School District fulfills the Arts/
Humanities or Career and Technical Education state
requirement.

A Gifted and Talented Education (GATE) Program
is offered in grades three through five. (ccsd.

Adult Education

A variety of educational opportunities
exist for students to pursue a high school
diploma through non-raditional  means.
Adult education provides an opportunity for
those 17 and older to obtain a high school

English as a Second Language

As allowed by state regulation, CCSD
offers ContentBased Sheltered Instruction
(K-12) and Dual Language programs (K-8).
Content-Based Sheltered Instruction helps
English Language Learner students succeed
in an English-only classroom. All instruction
is delivered in English when possible, and
the child's primary language is used to
clarify instruction. English is taught through
reading, language arts, math, science, and
social studies and there is a strong English
Language Development component in every
lesson.
