Position Summary

The person selected for this position will work closely with student populations’
districtwide who have been identified by the Clark County School District. This specialist
will advocate for the mental health needs of students, identify areas of strengths and
weaknesses of students, and work collaboratively with department psychologists, social
workers, and appropriate school personnel in devising action plans. Services will include
providing crisis prevention, direct and indirect intervention, and postventions as well as
working collaboratively with community agencies. The individual selected for this position
will be expected to adhere to the District's Professional Domains and Standards for
Licensed Employees and will report to the coordinator or director of the Crisis Response
Team, Student Services Division (SSD).

Essential Duties and Responsibilities

The list of Essential Duties and Responsibilities is not exhaustive and may be
supplemented.
1. Consult with and serve as a resource for teachers, staff, and parents/guardians
regarding the mental health needs of students.
2. Refer students and their parents/guardians to community agencies, programs, or
specialists, as appropriate.
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Implement the student referral system for use by the Crisis Response Team.
Maintain a daily log of activities and complete daily, weekly and monthly reports.
Work cooperatively with the coordinator/director of the Crisis Response Team
and other District departments.

Work closely with school staff and administration to develop and maintain
effective programs.

Collaborate with department staff on reentry safety planning for students.
Conduct suicide assessment protocols, as needed or directed.

Provide information and support to parents/guardians.

Provide professional learning for staff.

Consult and collaborate routinely with site-based staff.

Provide indirect and direct services at one (1) or more Harbor Juvenile
Assessment Centers, as assigned.

Provide solution-focused, brief counseling to identified students.

Participate in ongoing professional learning, as assigned.

Uphold American School Counselor Association (ASCA) ethical and professional
standards.

Exhibit flexibility to adapt to the ever-changing needs of the District in addressing
student threats, crisis intervention, and student mental wellness.

Perform other duties related to the position, as assigned.
